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RIDER 2008
Contractor 1 owns all the obligatory permits required to organize a performance and guarantees that that the interior of the venue meets all related legal obligations and similar regulations.

Contractor 2 will perform the agreed duties to the best of their abilities. Contractor 1 ensures that his activities are not in breach of legal regulations, laws or other government regulations. Contractor 2 is permitted to produce the volume deemed necessary for the show. Contractor 1 declares to be informed of the achievements of Contractor 2.

The performance consists of one set of a minimum of 30 minutes. 

It is agreed that Contractor 1 cannot and will not oblige Contractor 2 to do any promotional performance or interview whatsoever without the written permission of Contractor 2.

Contractor 2 preserves the right to postpone the execution of this contact to – if possible – an agreed other point in time in case of promotional activities, radio-, TV-, or album recordings or in case of a stay abroad for such activities as described in this contract.

It is agreed that Contractor 2 cannot be held responsible for actions and public behaviour of Contractor 1 or people affiliated with the venue or the organization.

Contractor 1 is responsible for any damage to or theft of the backline and/or the PA/Monitor/Light-installation by the audience and/or co-workers before, during and/or after the performance.

Contractor 2 has the right to have a guest list of 10 people, which does not include the crew list. 
STAGE/VENUE

The measurements of the stage should not be smaller than: 10 m (wide) x 6 m (deep) x 1 m (high). The height between stage and the roof above the stage (clearance) must be at least 3,50 meter.

The stage is only accessible to production co-workers. During the show, there will be no people permitted on and behind the stage.

It is agreed that the crew of Contractor 2 should have full access to the venue, the stage, and the PA and light system at least four hours before doors open. Contractor 1 guarantees that during this period a full sound and light check can take place. During this check the venue is only accessible for Contractor 2, its crew and the venue’s technical and organizational staff.

The band and/or crew will have full control over and right to the use of the present lights and all music installations at the venue as of 15 minutes before and 15 minutes after the show.

Before the show, the artist will not be announced, neither by Contractor 1 nor by  Contractor 2, unless agreed otherwise in advance.

ELECTRICITY

By use of a possibly supplied PA system by Contractor 2, the minimal power supply must be 3 phase 32 Amp. high voltage current for sound and 3 phase 63 Amp. high voltage current for light. When the venue is unable to meet the minimal power supply demands, please contact the booking agency.

All electric circuits must be empty and consistent and provided with earth connection. The power supply must never be interrupted.

STAGEHANDS/CREW/SECURITY

During unloading, setting up, breaking down and loading in of the installation and/or backline, in case of use of the home PA at least four, and by use of the by Contractor 2 supplied P.A. six strong and sober stagehands must be stand-by to help. They must obey the instructions of the crew and they must be available as long as is deemed necessary by the crew.
Contractor 1 sees to it that at least one person who is familiar with the home PA and the venue’s power supply is present from the moment the truck and crew have arrived. In addition, one person who is familiar with the light supply must be stand-by. These persons must be present all the time. 

Contractor 1 will provide two risers, min. measurements 200 x 200 x 50 cm. These will be used for drums and keyboards for Autumn only. For installation, see the stage plan in the sound rider.

In case there is a difference in height between the load-in/out and the venue, this must be reported to the booking agency. During the use of the home PA four and by use of the own P.A. six stagehands must be present. 

Contractor 1 provides a minimum of three reserved parking spaces for the crew and the band in the in the vicinity of the venue’s location. Possible expected parking problems of the truck and/or bus of the band should be reported to the tour manager in advance and any costs made as a result are for contractor 1.

Contractor 1 is responsible for the safety of Contractor 2, its crew, its instruments, backline, P.A. and light installation, and further personal belongings before, during and after the show.

DRESSING ROOM

Contractor 1 will have a clean, heated (20°C) and lockable dressing room with shower and toilet, hot and cold water, clothing rack, mirrors, electricity 220 V, 16 amp. and sufficient seating for Contractor 2. The dressing room is only available for use by Contractor 2 and its crew and has a direct entry to the stage; the key should be handed to the tour manager.  

The dressing room should contain at least 10 clean, reasonably sized towels (so no kitchen towels).

MERCHANDISE

At the location referred to in article 1, only a representative of Contractor 2 has the right to sell the band’s merchandise. 

If required, Contractor 1 provides a well-lit space for the merchandise rep, either at the venue and/or in the foyer.

Contractor 1 ensures that Contractor 2 or its rep is able to sell merchandise without any restrictions or limited prices.

Directly after soundcheck band and crew require a regular hot meal. This will be for 12 people and includes 2 vegetarian meal! Absolutely NO JUNKFOOD (French fries, hamburgers, Chinese food or pizza) and never later than one hour before showtime!
Please have the following in the dressing room upon arrival of the band/crew:

- 2 crates of beer

- 2 crates of various sodas/beverages

- 15 litres Spa Blauw, bottled water without gas (in 0,5 litre bottles)  

- 1 bottle of red wine and 1 bottle of white wine
- tea, coffee, sugar and cream/milk

- fresh fruit  (apples, oranges, bananas, grapes, etc)

- several filled rolls/sandwiches

- candy (liquorice, chips, chocolate & nuts)

- sufficient cups, plates and cutlery

- clean toilet with air freshener

All beverages, beer and water should be refrigerated/chilled!
